Regular Meeting

December 14, 2015
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on December 14, 2015 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Verl Cate, and Jeff Chance.  One councilmember position is still vacant.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Jim Birdsall, Thel Pearson, Kim Braun, Jon Anderson, Nina Hawkins, Chuck Strickland, and Brady Johnson of WCSO.
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and 
Cy Wert led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Consent Agenda – Cy Wert made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of the regular city council meeting, special city council meetings, & public hearing, and approve payment of bills). Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that all items to report are on the agenda and will be addressed then.
Wastewater Improvement Project - Engineering Payment Application #12, Contractor Payment Application #5, and Contractor Change Order #4 – Discussion was held concerning the above items.  Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that the Addendum has been approved by RD and DEQ.  The Contractor Payment #5 and the Change Order #4 have been reviewed and are recommended for approval. Jeff Chance made a motion to approve the Engineering Payment Application #12, Contractor Payment Application #5, and Contractor Change Order #4 .  Verl Cate seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

ITD Community Choices Sidewalk & Drainage Improvements Project Including Trees & Lighting –  Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that the Concept Report has been submitted for ITD review and the Environmental Document is underway as well as the draft plans.
Approve Election Results as Canvassed by Washington County Commissioners – Jeff Chance made a motion to approve and accept the election results as canvassed by the Washington County Commissioners.  Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. (See full copy of canvassed results in printed minutes)
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Approve Alcoholic Beverage Licenses for 2016 – Two applications were received for Alcoholic Beverage Licenses.  Cy Wert made a motion to approve Alcoholic Beverage Licenses for Jay Reiss (ML & JR LLC) doing business as Jay’s Sinclair for beer not consumed on premises and retail wine not consumed on premises and Jay Reiss (ML & JR LLC) doing business as Loveland’s General Store for beer not consumed on premises and retail wined not consumed on premises for 2016.  Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Approve Dates of Regular Meetings for 2016 – Discussion was held on 2016 meeting dates.  City Clerk Sandra McKee recommended keeping all of the dates the second Monday of each month even though some fall early in the month.  No holidays seem to interfere with dates this coming year.  Verl Cate made a motion to approve the 2016 regular meeting dates as scheduled on the notice which is on the second Monday of each month.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
60 N 2nd Street Lien –City Clerk Sandra McKee reported that she had received correspondence from Elisa S. Magnuson from Aldridge Pite, LLP that they had been instructed to not settle on the lien as HSBC as decided instead to charge off the loan and reconveying the deed of trust back to Wanda Herndon.  Sandra McKee has contacted the city attorney in how to proceed with this issue and the lien.
Consider Sale of City Property at N 5th Street – Discussion was held regarding the property owned by the city on N 5th Street.  The council asked that the value of the land be looked into and reported back before a decision is made
Ordinance #10-2015 – Vacation & Abandonment of 1st Street North of Rush Creek and Establishing a 30’ Utility Easement – Verl Cate made a motion to bring this item off the table.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  Discussion was held.  Jeff Chance made a motion to request a title policy through Amerititle.  Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
ICDBG Wastewater Phase 2 – Jim Birdsall – Jim Birdsall reported that funds were not available for reimbursement until the Environmental Assessment is completed.  It is in process and almost complete.  The Idaho Department of Commerce said Holladay Engineering Payment Request #1 would still be reimbursable once funds were available.  Cy Wert made a motion to pay Holladay Engineering Payment Application #1.  Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Comprehensive Plan Review – Implementation Policies & Goals and Community Design – The council reviewed current goals and policy statements with Jim Birdsall who is helping revise the City of Cambridge Comprehensive Plan.  Jim will take the councils input and incorporate it into his draft comprehensive plan that will be ready in February for review. 

Adjourn – Jeff Chance made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Verl Cate seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 9:58 p.m.
