Regular Meeting

December 8, 2008

7:00 p.m.

The regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on December 8, 2008 at Cambridge City Hall.  Mayor Mike Campbell called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Mike Campbell, Council President Nan Rhodes, Councilmen Carson Kindall and Cy Wert.  Also present were City Clerk Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke, Chuck Strickland, Bridget Gay, Kim Braun, and Mike Pontius.

Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Mike Campbell welcomed patrons to the meeting and Cy Wert led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Current Agenda & Additions to the Agenda  - A motion was made by Nan Rhodes and seconded by Carson Kindall to approve the current agenda with the additions of under Old Business 6.  Proposed Future Land Use map, Draft Classifications & Recommendations for Comprehensive Plan Update and 7.  City Property Adjacent to Kim Braun’s Gravel Yard and under New Business  - No. 6. LWCF Grant – Cambridge Tennis Courts.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Minutes –A motion was made by Nan Rhodes and seconded by Cy Wert to approve Minutes of Special Meeting November 10, 2008, Minutes of the Regular City Council Meeting of November 10, 2008 and Minutes of Special Meeting November 19, 2008.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Payment of Bills – Carson Kindall made a motion to pay the monthly bills.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously. 

OLD BUSINESS 

Holladay Engineering – Transportation, Streets, and Roads – There was nothing new to report.

Holladay Engineering – Water System – There was nothing new to report.

Holladay Engineering – Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke reported that if the City of Cambridge was interested in applying for a Wastewater Planning Grant a letter of interest is due by January 16, 2009.  The City has applied for these funds for the past few years.  After some discussion Nan Rhodes made a motion to instruct Holladay Engineering to apply for a Wastewater Planning Grant on behalf of the City of Cambridge.  The motion was seconded by Carson Kindall.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Resolution R2-2009- Washington County Fair & Rodeo to Pay Bond Charge – After much discussion the Council decided not to use R2-2009.  Nan Rhodes made a motion seconded by Carson Kindall to charge the full rate to the Washington County Fair & Rodeo.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.  City Clerk Sandra McKee was instructed to write a letter regarding the decision and the rates to the Washington County Commissioners for the Mayor to deliver to them.

Violation of Setback Ordinance, Building Permit and IBC Requirements – The Mayor will speak to the party and report back at the next meeting.

Proposed Future Land Use Maps, Draft Classifications & Recommendations for Comp Plan Update – The Council reviewed the Proposed Future Land Use Map.  After review the Council asked for some changes be made to the open space along Rush Creek.  The open space needs changed to reflect the Rush Creek flood plain.  The City Clerk was instructed to contact Sage regarding these changes and have a new map made.

City Property Adjacent to Kim Braun Gravel Yard – Nan Rhodes made a motion seconded by Cy Wert to table this item till the end of New Business unless the party arrives earlier.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS

Bridget Gay – Critters & Crops – Bridget Gay addressed the Council regarding a proposal to have a camp for kids called Critters-N-Crops at her residence located at 310 N Railroad Street in Cambridge.  The Council liked the proposal but asked Bridget Gay to share her proposal with neighbors and then come back to the next meeting.

City Property Adjacent to Kim Braun Gravel Yard – This item was brought from the table as the party had arrived.  Kim Braun addressed the Council with questions regarding the recent survey that affected his property as well as City property.  The survey revealed that some of Kim Braun’s property was actually City property.  Kim Braun asked the Council if they would be interested in disposing of the affected property.  The Mayor explained that there would be a process required to be followed if the City decided to dispose of the property. 

Approve Alcoholic Beverage License(s) – Nan Rhodes made a motion to approve alcoholic beverage licenses as presented for Andy Kekel dba Hells Canyon Corner (bottled or canned beer not to be consumed on premises and retail wine not consumed on premises), Laurene R. Houghton & Irene W. Page dba City Market (bottled or canned beer not to be consumed on premises and retail wine not consumed on premises), and Gerald E. Nosler dba Office Bar (draught and bottled or canned beer consumed on premises and retail liquor by the drink).  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Water & Sewer Account Proposal – Loren & Timothy Gilbertson  - A mitigation proposal regarding water & sewer accounts 15203 & 15105 from Loren B. Gilbertson was reviewed.  Nan Rhodes made a motion seconded by Cy Wert to accept the mitigation proposal from Loren Gilbertson.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Resolution R3-2009 – Identity Theft Prevention Program – Nan Rhodes made a motion to introduce and read Resolution R3-2009 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  The motion was seconded by Carson Kindall and a roll call vote was taken with Carson Kindall aye, Nan Rhodes aye, and Cy Wert aye.  Nan Rhodes read Resolution R3-2009 by title only.  Nan Rhodes made a motion to pass Resolution R3-2009 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  The motion was seconded by Cy Wert.  A roll call vote was taken with Cy Wert aye, Carson Kindall aye, and Nan Rhodes aye.

Financial Statement Publication – Publication of financial statements was then discussed.  Nan Rhodes made a motion to authorize the Mayor to sign a letter regarding this subject.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

LWCF Grant – Cambridge Tennis Courts – Mayor Campbell reported on the recent inspection of the Cambridge tennis courts.  Mayor Campbell talked with Kathy Muir of Idaho Department of Parks and Recreation about the possibility of trading sites to get it off the books.  Mayor Campbell will contact her again regarding the issue and the Councils desire to be taken off the books if possible.

A motion was made by Cy Wert to adjourn the meeting.  Nan Rhodes seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously.  The meeting adjourned at 8:38 p.m.
