Regular Meeting

December 9, 2013
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on December 9, 2013 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Mary James, Verl Cate, and Jeff Chance.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee and Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton.
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and 
Jeff Chance led the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Consent Agenda – Mary James made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills)  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering was not able to attend the meeting.  There was nothing new to report except for items already listed on the agenda separately.
USDA-Rural Development Funding for Wastewater Facility Improvements – City Clerk Sandra McKee reported an application had been submitted to USDA-RD.  She needs to send out intergovernmental notices yet.  The application process will be waiting for judicial confirmation before it can move forward.

DEQ Funding Application for Wastewater Improvements – DEQ Wastewater Loan Letter of Interest (LOI) notices are due January 3, 2014.  Holladay Engineering has completed the LOI and it has been submitted to DEQ.

Community Choices for Idaho Grant –The Idaho Department of Transportation (ITD) will be meeting on December 11, 2013 for final approval on Community Choices for Idaho Grants.

2014 Transportation Plan Grant – Scope of Work & Contract – The 2014 Transportation Plan draft scope of work with additional streets added to the traffic count section instead of intersection evaluations has been reviewed and approved by LHTAC.  Holladay Engineering will prepare a draft contract based on the approved scope of work for the January City Council Meeting.  LHTAC funding will not be released until the spring of 2014. 
Local Rural Highway Improvement Program (LRHIP) Funding – Holladay Engineering has submitted the application for LRHIP Funding for 4th Street.
Judicial Confirmation on Wastewater Facility – A petition for judicial confirmation is in the process of being filed with the District Court of the Third Judicial District.  Stephanie J. Bonney & Paul J. Fitzer of Moore Smith Buxton & Turcke, Chtd are the attorneys for the petitioner (City of Cambridge).  Hopefully a date will be set soon.
Land Exchange with Washington County – Survey – Mullinex Engineering has been contacted to survey the land being donated to the City of Cambridge at the Fairgrounds.  The Washington County Commissioners requested a survey be done and at the City of Cambridge expense as they are giving the city the land.  
Speed Trailer – Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton reported that the Washington County Sheriff’s Office has obtained a speed trailer to be used by the City of Cambridge, the City of Midvale, and the county.  Cambridge has been using it for a few weeks and Ernie is moving it around to different parts of town.  It seems to really be helpful in slowing down traffic.
Accept Tally and Abstract from Washington County Commissioners for the Election held on November 5, 2013 – Jeff Chance made a motion seconded by Mary James to accept the tally and abstract from the Washington County Commissioners for the election held on November 5, 2013 for city elections.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.  Attached is the tally and abstract that was accepted.
Approve Alcoholic Beverage Licenses for 2014 – Mary James made a motion seconded by Verl Cate to approve alcoholic beverage licenses for 2014 as presented for Mark Loveland dba Lovelands General Store and Gerald Nosler dba Office Bar.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.
Approve City Council Meeting Dates for 2014 – After some discussion Mary James made a motion to approve the city council meeting dates for 2014 as presented.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  The only meeting date that is changed is the September meeting from the second Monday to the third Monday.
Ordinance #6-2013 – Water & Sewer Application Consensual Lien, Allowing Lien When Consent Not Given, Refuse Service if Bill Remains Unpaid, and Create a Lien Form – Mary James made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #6-2013 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and City Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Mary James read Ordinance #6-2013 by title only with the typo correction of striking out second “or water” in title.  Mary James then made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #6-2013.  The motion was seconded by Verl Cate.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Mary James made a motion to pass Ordinance #6-2013 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and ordinance passed unanimously.  
Approve Lien Form for Water & Sewer Services – Discussion was held on the lien form for water and sewer services provided by City Attorney Bert Osborn.  Mary James made a motion seconded by Cy Wert to approve the language from the attorney to be included in the application for water and sewer services with the changes of some minor typos.  The motion passed unanimously.  
Cooperative Agreement For Maintenance of State Hwy US 95 & SH 71 With ITD – Mayor Rhodes reported that a new agreement with the changes that were discussed with ITD had not been received yet.  Mayor Rhodes and Ernie Houghton had meet with ITD and they agreed to rewrite the agreement for lanes for snow removal but were not willing to make any other changes.
Draft Map of Potential Rezone – Mayor Rhodes reported that she was still working on legal descriptions for the rezone
Adjourn – Mary James made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Cy Wert seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:12 p.m.
