A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on February 10, 2014 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Mary James, Verl Cate, and Jeff Chance.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, and Thel Pearson.
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and 
she led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Consent Agenda – Mary James made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills)  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering had no new items to report on this month.

Community Choices for Idaho Grant – No official word or contract has been received yet.  Hopefully we will hear something soon.
Judicial Confirmation on Wastewater Facility – The City of Cambridge petition for judicial confirmation was heard in district court on Feb 3, 2014.  The judge approved judicial confirmation and official paperwork should be received soon.
Review City Water & Sewer Code – Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Mayor Rhodes, and City Clerk Sandra McKee have been working on redoing water and sewer code to make them in the same sequence and fix some wording etc…  In a few places parts were missing in one or the other.  It is now in ordinance form and the Mayor would like the council to review the document to be discussed at the next meeting.  
Cooperative Agreement For Maintenance of State Hwy US 95 & SH 71 With ITD – Mayor Rhodes reported that a new agreement with the changes that were discussed with ITD had still not been received yet.  
Draft Map of Potential Rezone – Mayor Rhodes reported that she was still working on the legal descriptions for the rezone but is almost finished.  She needs to go to the court house to pull a couple of deeds.  She has also had to make a few changes to the map.  The mayor plans on having it ready to present at the next meeting.
Adjourn – Verl Cate made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Mary James seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 7:18 p.m.
