Regular Meeting

February 11, 2013
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on February 11, 2013 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Nina Hawkins, and Jeff Chance.   Mary James was absent.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of HE, and Deputy M Gonzales of WCSO.
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and Jeff 
Chance led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Consent Agenda – Nina Hawkins made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve special council meeting minutes, approve minutes of  regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills). Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported on the EID (Environmental Information Document) that is being prepared for the wastewater facility plan.  He stated that the environmental agency contact letters have been mailed out and they have a 30-day comment period.
DEQ FY2011 Wastewater Planning Grant #341-2011-7 – Draft of Facility Plan – Regarding the WWPG, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering stated that DEQ hopes that the project can be completed by the end of June for their fiscal year.  Andy thought things were on track to meet that timeline unless the review takes longer than expected.  If it looks like it will take longer Andy will contact DEQ.  
DEQ Letter of Interest for Wastewater Loan Funding – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that the Letter of Interest was submitted and hopefully we will know the results in March or April.
Approve Legal Agreement with American Tower for Cell Tower Construction – Discussion was held regarding a legal agreement for temporary construction of a cell tower by American Tower LLC and New Cingular Wireless PCS, LLC (AT&T) at the Cambridge Elementary School.  The City Attorney Bert Osborn was working on an agreement but it hadn’t been received yet in time for the meeting.  Mayor Rhodes went over the suggestions she had given to the attorney for the agreement.  The council would like to have the word “abandoned” in the agreement checked with the attorney to see if we should use other language.  The survey shows a different legal description than received from American Tower so that will need to be checked on.  A special meeting will need to be called once a legal agreement is received.

Set Public Hearing for Ordinance Amending Residential Zone Permitted Uses and Structure Definition -   Jeff Chance made a motion seconded by Cy Wert to set a Public Hearing for an Ordinance Amending Residential Zone Permitted Uses and Structure Definition on March 11, 2013 at 6:30 p.m.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.
Set Public Hearing for Conditional Use Permit – American Tower – Cell Tower – Jeff Chance made a motion to set a public hearing for a Conditional Use Permit – American Tower LLC and New Cingular Wireless PCS, LLC regarding the construction of a cell tower at the Cambridge Elementary School.  Nina Hawkins seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Comprehensive Plan Draft for Updating – The council decided to wait till the next meeting to go over the goals and updating of the plan.
Adjourn – Nina Hawkins made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 7:50 p.m.
