Regular Meeting

February 9, 2015
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on February 9, 2015 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Verl Cate, and Jeff Chance.  One councilmember position is still vacant.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Jim Birdsall, Linda Kellar, Jon Anderson, Jean Wood, and Thel Pearson.
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and 
Cy Wert led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Consent Agenda – Verl Cate made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills) Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that for the Community Choices of Idaho project a contract negotiation meeting with ITD was held on February 4th.  A final contract should be ready for the March council meeting from Holladay Engineering.  The Transportation Plan report is being prepared for City review.  The Wastewater Project Phase 1 is moving forward with revised plans and specs planned to be submitted this week to DEQ and RD. 
Community Choices for Idaho Grant – Report already given.  No action needed.
ICDBG Application Advancement for Phase 2 of Wastewater Project – Jim Birdsall, the grant administrator on the Idaho Community Development Block Grant for Phase 2 of our Wastewater Project, reported that the city’s application had been selected for advancement and an addendum application would need done.  He was not sure exactly where the funding line on the scoring spreadsheet was but if it was the number he thought it was we would make funding; however things can still change positions in the next phase of the application.  One part of the addendum application was written evidence of the city’s ability so secure the local and other match committed to the project.  A letter was presented for approval of the council to provide this as well supporting documentation for USDA RD regarding the funding.  Jeff Chance made a motion to have Mayor Rhodes sign the letter as evidence of the city’s commitment on funding for Phase 2 of the Wastewater Project.  Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  Jim Birdsall stated that we should know if we receive an ICDBG by early May.
General Addendum to IPWC Edition by City of Cambridge – Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton explained to the council that previously the City had adopted Ordinance #7-99 – General Addendum to the Standard for Public Works Construction, 1999 Edition.  This was to specify some specific things that the City of Cambridge would also like followed in addition to the ISWPW.  Some of these things now have been addressed in later versions of IPSW editions so now some of these could be eliminated and other issues need addressed.  He would like to have a new Ordinance done and have it codified so it would be easier to find in code and available on the internet.  After some discussion the council agreed to have the Mayor put things in a new ordinance for the next meeting so things can be in place when we go out to bid on projects later this spring.
Ordinance #2-2015 – Group Homes – Definitions to include Bed & Breakfasts, Child or Adult Care Facilities, Convalescent Homes, Nursing Homes, Halfway House, and Handicapped Homes and Amend Zoned Permitted Uses for Such –  Cy Wert made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #2-2015 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  The motion was seconded by Jeff Chance.  A roll call vote was taken by City Clerk Sandra McKee with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Cy Wert read Ordinance #2-2015 by title only.  Cy Wert then made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #2-2015.  Verl Cate seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Cy Wert made a motion to pass Ordinance #2-2015 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  The clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and ordinance passed unanimously.
Ordinance #3=2015 – One Dwelling per Parcel and Increased Lot Size – Cy Wert made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #3-2015 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  The motion was seconded by Verl Cate.  City Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  Cy Wert read Ordinance #3-2015 by title only.  Cy Wert then made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #3-2015.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Cy Wert made a motion to pass Ordinance #3-2015 under suspension of rules and regulations one reading by title only.  The motion was seconded by Verl Cate.  The clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and ordinance passed unanimously.
Ordinance #4-2015 – Lot Line Readjustment or Simple Division –  Cy Wert made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #4-2015 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  The motion was seconded by Verl Cate.  City Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Cy Wert read Ordinance #4-2015 by title only.  Cy Wert then made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #4-2015.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Cy Wert made a motion to pass Ordinance #4-2015 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  The motion was seconded by Verl Cate.  The clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and ordinance passed unanimously.
Cycle Oregon – Mayor Rhodes announced that Cycle Oregon would be coming to Cambridge to spend the night on September 14, 2015. Cambridge hosted Cycle Oregon in 2003 as well.  The city will be the community manager for the event and will receive $2,000.00.  Mayor Rhodes and City Clerk Sandra McKee will serve as managers and help coordinate the needs of Cycle Oregon.  The city will be recruiting other organizations to help and they will sign a contract and be paid directly from Cycle Oregon.  Cycle Oregon will be paying approximately $18,600 plus materials to help with the event.  The city as well as other organizations will be able to apply for grants through Cycle Oregon as well.  The city is considering applying for a grant for new restrooms in the park.  The current restrooms do not have hot water or lights.  The city park is on the national register for overnight stays for bicyclists and having updated restrooms would also benefit the cycling community as well.
Adjourn – Verl Cate made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 7:43 p.m.
