Regular Meeting

January 10, 2011

7:00 p.m.

The regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on January 10, 2011 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Nina Hawkins, Rob Vowell, and Carson Kindall.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Samantha Starks from WCSO, and Jeff Chance. 

Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and the Mayor led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Consent Agenda – Rob Vowell made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular city council meeting December 13, 2010, approve payment of bills).  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report  - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported the City met with ITD in December regarding the Superior St/Mill Road Project and ITD agreed to have the contractor fix the membrane on the bridge regardless of what is observed during this winter.  They have told the contractor to fix it at his cost.  The contractor is filing a claim to be paid for the repair work.  Per ITD, the worst-case scenario is that the contractor wins the claim and ITD has to pay them for fixing the bridge.  The City would then be liable for the 7.34% match on the repair.  It was noted by the council that the City would challenge paying the match.  Mr. Gehrke informed the council that the Construction Project Application for 4th Street was submitted to LHTAC.  Regarding the DEQ Wastewater Planning Grant, DEQ has indicated that funds are available for Cambridge at this time.  An application has been prepared and submitted to DEQ.  An official grant offer was received by the City this last week and signed by the Mayor accepting the grant.

DEQ FY2011 Wastewater Planning Grant – The status was noted in Holladay Engineering Report.

LRHIP Grant Application 2012 – 4th Street Project – The status was noted in Holladay Engineering Report

Seepage Testing at Lagoons – Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton reported that he had talked with Strata.  It appears that the 2 small ponds may pass but the large pond has some inconsistencies in the data.  Strata will meet with DEQ to determine the course of action allowed.  The large pond may need retested.  Faulty equipment problems during testing have been noted.  

Cambridge Rodeo Board Lease – The proposed Cambridge Rodeo Board Lease was discussed.  The council agreed to strike under second party’s responsibilities the following language.  “and to obtain an individual waiver of liability from each participant in any program that involves the use of this facility of the City.  The two parties will meet each January to review and up-date the lease”.  Nina Hawkins made a motion to authorize the Mayor to sign the lease with the corrections as noted when approved by the Cambridge Rodeo Board and insurance is in place.  Rob Vowell seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  

City ROW Landscaping and Beautification on Hwy 95 and Hwy 71 including Central Business District – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering had brought from his office the latest known information and maps from the previous LID proposal.  Discussion was held and Mayor Rhodes will start trying to write and draw something up based on the previous LID information and the input from the council for a starting point.  Also, Andy Gehrke will see if he has any other information from other towns serviced by Holladay Engineering on this type of projects for some ideas.  He thought he might have some information on Eagle, Middleton, and Payette.

Annual Street Report for FY2010 – City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee reported on the Annual Street Report for FY2010.  She had gone over the report thoroughly with the Mayor before it was submitted.  The carryover numbers, which have been brought forward for years and shouldn’t be there, are gradually diminishing and it is hoped to have those numbers gone in a couple years to make the report more correct.

Adjourn – Carson Kindall made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Rob Vowell seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:05 p.m.
