Regular Meeting

January 12, 2009

7:00 p.m.

The regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on January 12, 2009 at Cambridge City Hall.  Mayor Mike Campbell called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Mike Campbell, Council President Nan Rhodes, Councilmen Carson Kindall, Rob Vowell and Cy Wert.  Also present were City Clerk Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke, Chuck Strickland, Bridget Gay, Jeff Chance, Mike Strange, Chris Carey, and Everette Arter.

Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Mike Campbell welcomed patrons to the meeting and he led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Current Agenda & Additions to the Agenda  - A motion was made by Cy Wert and seconded by Nan Rhodes to approve the current agenda with the additions of under Old Business 5. Bridget Gay – Critters N Crops and under New Business - No. 1. Lake Shore Disposal Sanitation Contract, No. 2. Mike Strange Building at 320 Superior Street, reorder next three on agenda to 3,4,5 and add No.6 Proposal for Land Exchange between City of Cambridge and Kim Braun and No. 7 Railroad Street.   The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Minutes –A motion was made by Nan Rhodes and seconded by Carson Kindall to approve the Minutes of the Regular City Council Meeting of December 8, 2008. The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Payment of Bills – Rob Vowell made a motion to pay the monthly bills.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously. 

OLD BUSINESS 

Holladay Engineering – Transportation, Streets, and Roads – There was nothing new to report.

Holladay Engineering – Water System – There was nothing new to report.

Holladay Engineering – Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke reported on the wastewater treatment facility.  The required Annual Report of Progress for 2008 must be completed and submitted to EPA prior to the April 1 deadline.  Construction of the de-chlorination system has been completed and Holladay Engineering is repairing the As-Built drawings for submission to DEQ.  Mr. Gehrke state a Letter of Interest had been prepared and submitted to DEQ on the Wastewater Planning Grant Funds.  Stimulus funding was also discussed.

Washington County Fair & Rodeo Utility Services – A letter had been sent to the Washington County Commissioners and Mayor Campbell had spoke with Commissioner Mink regarding water & sewer payments as decided at the last meeting of being at full rate.  The council instructed staff to start these charges the next billing cycle.

Bridget Gay – Critters N Crops – Bridget Gay reported she had contacted neighbors regarding her Critter N Crops proposal and had no response or opposition.  The Mayor told her she would need to apply for a special use permit for chickens’ not free range in regards to her proposal.  No swine would be allowed.

NEW BUSINESS

Lake Shore Disposal Sanitation Contract – Chris Carey and Everette Arter of Lake Shore Disposal (owned by Waste Connections Inc.) discussed a sanitation contract with the City.  Lake Shore Disposal currently is the sanitation provider for Cambridge but no contract is in place.  They will prepare a contract for the city to review and will provide copies of other cities contracts.  Lake Shore Disposal prefers contracts on a 5-10 year basis.  Lake Shore Disposal will also look at switching out the problem container of the City by the Fire Department.

Mike Strange – Building at 320 Superior Street – Mike Strange discussed with the Council his plans to build a shop at 320 Superior Street upon securing the property.  The Council felt that his proposal would meet all City Ordinances and everything looked ok from the information presented.

Review Final Flood Hazard Determination, FIS, & FIRM  - The Council reviewed the Final Flood Hazard Determination FIS & FIRM.  Nan Rhodes will work on comparing it to see if any requirements need added in ordinance.  The map was also reviewed.

Ordinance 2-2009 – Zoning Designations  - Nan Rhodes made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance 2-2009 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and a roll call vote was taken with Cy Wert aye, Rob Vowell aye, Nan Rhodes aye, and Carson Kindall aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Nan Rhodes read Ordinance 2-2009.  Nan Rhodes made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations, and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings, and vote on Ordinance 2-2009 with the motion seconded by Rob Vowell.  A roll call vote was taken with Carson Kindall aye, Nan Rhodes aye, Rob Vowell aye, and Cy Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Nan Rhodes made a motion to pass Ordinance 2-2009 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  The motion was seconded by Cy Wert and a roll call vote was taken.  Rob Vowell aye, Nan Rhodes aye, Cy Wert aye, and Carson Kindall aye.  Ordinance 2-2009 passed unanimously.

Review Comprehensive Plan Recommendation, Cambridge Future Land Use Classifications, & Proposed Future Land Use Map and Set Public Hearing – The Council reviewed the Comprehensive Plan Recommendations, Future Land Use Classifications, and the Proposed Future Land Use Map.  A motion was made by Nan Rhodes and seconded by Carson Kindall to set a public hearing regarding these items for February 9th at 7:00 p.m. with the regular City Council meeting to follow.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Proposal for Land Exchange – City of Cambridge and Kim Braun – Nan Rhodes presented a proposal for a land exchange between the City of Cambridge and Kim Braun.  After some discussion Nan Rhodes made a motion to approach Kim Braun with the proposal.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  The clerk will send a letter to Kim Braun regarding the proposal.

Railroad Street – Concerns of Commercial Club – In a copy of the last Commercial Club meeting minutes in stated that it had concerns about Railroad Street and the need for widening.  Cy Wert will attend the next Commercial Club meeting and find out the concerns regarding Railroad Street.

ADJOURN
A motion was made by Nan Rhodes to adjourn the meeting.  Rob Vowell seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously.  The meeting adjourned at 8:14 p.m.
