Regular Meeting

July 11, 2011

7:00 p.m.

The regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on July 11, 2011 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Rob Vowell, Carson Kindall, and Matthew Cox.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Dennis Holmes of The Insurance Group, Nina Hawkins, Chuck Strickland, Jeff Chance, Vaughn James, Mary James, and Jack Marvin.

Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and Rob Vowell led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Consent Agenda – Rob Vowell made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular city council meeting June 13, 2011, and approve payment of bills). Carson Kindall seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report  - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that there was nothing new this month.  He was asked if he had received any word about when Knife River would start repairing the bridge but he had not.

DEQ FY2011 Wastewater Planning Grant – Work is still in progress - nothing requiring action.

Proposal from ICRMP Insurance – Dennis Holmes – Dennis Holmes representing The Insurance Group in Weiser, Idaho presented the council with a proposal for ICRMP Insurance.  The cities current carrier is Moreton and Company.  The proposal for ICRMP was considerably less than what the city had paid Moreton and company last year and also includes much more coverage.  The council was very interested in the proposal and would like Mr. Holmes to check on a few questions including pollution coverage, fire hydrants, and covering a 125,000-gallon above ground water tank.  The council will consider the proposal with the additional information at the August meeting.  The council told the City Clerk to not worry about the renewal with Moreton and Company at this point.

Proposals for Roof Extension at City Hall – After reviewing the proposals for the roof extension on City Hall from Mountain States Contractors, Inc., Else Construction, Inc., Mann Creek Construction, Inc., and Kim Braun Construction Services, Inc.  Matt Cox made a motion to accept the proposal from Mountain States Contractors, Inc. to do the 62’ roof extension on City Hall for the proposed amount of $8,137.00.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

City Property Line at Cambridge Rodeo Grounds – Ernie Houghton reported he had spoke with Kim Braun and Kim was doing some crushing at the gravel pit and might fill in the hole a little with any left over material but he still didn’t believe that the City owned the property where the hole was.  He had contacted his attorney to look into the matter but his attorney has been ill so nothing has been done as of yet.  Kim did state he knows where the property marker is on the property and will not destroy it.  After much discussion the council decided to have the mayor review the concerns and property line with the Bert Osborn, the City Attorney, and get back to the council at the next meeting.

Ordinance #2-2011 - Poultry in City Limits – Matthew Cox made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #2-2011 Poultry in the City Limits by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and a roll call vote was taken.  Councilmember Kindall nay, Councilmember Cox aye, Councilmember Vowell aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed.  Matt Cox then read Ordinance #2-2011 by title only.  Matt Cox then made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #2-2011.  Cy Wert seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Kindall nay, Councilmember Cox aye, Councilmember Vowell nay, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The vote ended in a tie.  Mayor Rhodes was asked to break the tie vote.  Mayor Rhodes voted aye, and the motion passed.  Matt Cox made a motion to pass Ordinance #2-2011 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  Cy Wert seconded the motion.  City Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Kindall nay, Councilmember Cox aye, Councilmember Vowell nay, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The roll call vote ended in a tie.  Mayor Rhodes was asked to break the tie vote and Mayor Rhodes voted aye.  Ordinance #2-2011 passed.

Ordinance #3-2011 – Excavations  - Rob Vowell made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #3-2011 – Excavations by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  The motion was seconded by Carson Kindall.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Kindall aye, Councilmember Cox aye, Councilmember Vowell aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Rob Vowell read Ordinance #3-2011 by title only.  Rob Vowell then made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #3-2011.  Cy Wert seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Kindall aye, Councilmember Cox aye, Councilmember Vowell aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Rob Vowell then made a motion to pass Ordinance #3-2011 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  The motion was seconded by Cy Wert.  Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Kindall aye, Councilmember Cox aye, Councilmember Vowell aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and Ordinance #3-2011 passed unanimously.

Approve Tentative Budget for FY 2012 – After review of the budget proposed, Carson Kindall made a motion to approve the tentative budget for FY 2012.  Matt Cox seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

City ROW Landscaping and Beautification on Hwy 95 and Hwy 71 including Central Business District – Discussion was held concerning the City ROW plan.  Carson Kindall reported he has contacted IPCO and will be meeting with them concerning lighting next week.  He also suggested the city might want to consider wrought iron planter hangers etc… on the light poles instead of fancy decorative lighting poles.  The dead tree in front of Lovelands General Store was discussed.  It was decided it needed replanted with a Flowering Hawthorne.  Matt Cox offered to see if the tree could be removed easily.  If not Gary Needs of Natural Tree will need contacted to take it out.  Discussion was then held regarding the banners that Patty Williams had done fundraising for.  They have not been changed for a couple years and the summer ones are wearing out.  It was decided to put up all four in sequence and then only change them out when worn.  Carson Kindall offered to help put up and change out the banners.

Adjourn – Rob Vowell made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Carson Kindalll seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 9:37 p.m.
