Regular Meeting

June 13, 2016
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on June 13, 2016 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Verl Cate, and Jeff Chance.  One councilmember position is still vacant.  Also present were Sandra McKee City Clerk-Treasurer, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Jon Anderson, Jim Birdsall, Lyle Sall, Rob Vowell, Jo Soules, John Sachtjen, Kris Jaeger, Ron Jaeger and Brady Johnston (WCSO).
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and 
Cy Wert led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Consent Agenda – Jeff Chance made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of the regular city council meeting, public hearing, special meeting, and approve payment of bills). Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Consider Abandoning McKinley Street between Commercial Street & the Weiser River Trail – Discussion was held concerning the possible street abandonment with the Cambridge Fire Protection District Commissioners.  Chairman John Sachtjen, Rob Vowell, and Ron Jaeger were in attendance to discuss the possibility.  The council would like to take a look at the property since the survey is done now before a decision is made on the abandonment.
Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that each of the items to be discussed would be covered as an agenda item.

Wastewater Improvement Project - Engineering Payment Application #18 and Warrington Construction Payment Application #7 - Discussion was held concerning the above items. Cy Wert made a motion to approve Engineering Payment Application #18 and Warrington Construction Payment Application #7. Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 
ICDBG Wastewater Phase 2 – Holladay Engineering Payment Application #6 and Request for Funds Packet #3 - Discussion was held concerning the above items. Jeff Chance made a motion to approve Holladay Engineering Payment Application #6 and Request for Funds Packet #3. Verl Cate seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
Well #1 Arsenic PER – Engineering Agreement – The Preliminary Engineering Report has been sent to USDA RD for review.  After their comments are received and Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton Houghtonhreviews the report we will be ready for the agreement.  This should be ready for the July meeting for approval.
ITD Community Choices Sidewalk & Drainage Improvements Project – Invoice PR#9 Holladay Engineering– Draft plans are nearly complete along with the draft construction cost estimate.  Draft plans will be delivered this week for City review.  Cy Wert made a motion to approve Invoice PR #9 from Holladay Engineering for the Community Choices Sidewalk & Drainage Improvements Project.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
USDA RD Community Facilities Program Grant – Lighting & Trees – Discussion was held concerning the plan for lighting and trees.  Carol Garrison of USDA RD was going to be taking the cities application to committee soon.  Hopefully we will know more by next meeting.
Ordinance #4-2016 – Amend How Water & Sewer Penalties are applied – Jeff Chance made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #4-2016 amending the way water & sewer penalties are applied by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  Verl Cate seconded the motion and City Clerk Sandra McKee took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Jeff Chance then read Ordinance #4-2016 by title only.  Jeff Chance made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #4-2016.  Cy Wert seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Jeff Chance then made a motion to pass Ordinance #4-2016 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  The motion was seconded by Verl Cate and the City Clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and ordinance passed unanimously. 
Ordinance #5- 2016 – Open Burning – The Mayor is still working on this ordinance and will try to have it ready for the next meeting.
Approve 911 Board Member – The Mayor e-mailed Sheriff Thomas with questions after the last meeting but hasn’t received a reply.  She will try to contact him again.
Review Budget for FY2017 – City Clerk-Treasurer Sandra McKee is starting the budget process and asked the council for some direction as to how to put the budget together.  She told the council that she is not sure what happened last year but the city has a large foregone amount this year so was wondering if they would like to take the foregone amount for taxes.  She explained that this year a new law was passed and requires a resolution for foregone amounts.  The council directed her to work up the budget with the foregone amount and a resolution for the foregone to be used on streets.  Sandra McKee also discussed with the council the need to increase fees for sewer in the budget.  The council said to work the budget up with an increase of $5.00 per month on sewer to see if that would work.
Adjourn – Verl Cate made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:40 p.m.
