Regular Meeting

March 8, 2010

7:00 p.m.

The regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on March 8, 2010 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Carson Kindall, and Nina Hawkins.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Roy Mink – Washington County Commissioner, Kelly Erickson – Washington County Road & Bridge, Jeff Chance, Justin Mink, and Norma Rose.  Absent was councilmember Rob Vowell.

Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and Mayor Rhodes led the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Consent Agenda – Nina Hawkins made a motion to approve the consent agenda including the payment of the Museum Idaho Power bill not yet received on the bill list.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular meeting Feb. 8, 2010, and approve payment of bills including the Museum Idaho Power bill not yet received on the bill list).

Helipad at Washington County Fairgrounds – Presented by Washington County Commissioners and R & B Superintendent  -  Roy Mink on behalf of the Washington County Commissioners addressed the council regarding the possibility of constructing and maintaining a helipad at the Washington County Fairgrounds if the City of Cambridge would designate it with an Emergency Services designation so no water or sewer services would be charged to the County at the Fairgrounds.  He stated that they were looking at constructing a 50 X 50 pad capable of being used by up to a Black Hawk size helicopter.  Norma Rose of the Washington County Fairboard had contacted Craig Michaels of St. Luke's Air/Lifeflight regarding a helipad.  He told Mrs. Rose that he thought the area at the Fairgrounds would be great for a helipad.  He did ask that the helipad not be lit.  Kelly Erickson of Washington County Road & Bridge stated he was looking at constructing the pad with gravel or possible recycled paving.  He also mentioned that the road to the pad will possibly cost as much as the pad.  Commissioner Mink told the Council he did not need a decision right now but wanted to know if the Council was interested in the proposal.  The Council stated they were interested in the proposal but needed more details before any decision could be made.  The council wants to make sure that the helipad would be constructed in a safe manner and in a way that the City could be kept as safe as possible.    Norma Rose of the Fairboard will contact Craig Michaels of St. Luke's/Lifeflight to come to a City Council meeting to answer questions.
Holladay Engineering Report  - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System - Andy Gehrke of HE reported on the Superior Street/Mill Rd Project.  Construction is nearly complete.  A few construction items remain to be completed in the spring.  Jim Justice of ITD stated that he will start communication on this in the next couple of weeks with the City and that they would like to get the work completed sometime in April.  There were no new items to report on water or wastewater.

Alcohol Beverage Catering Permit – Gerald E. Nosler dba Office Bar – After reviewing the completed permit that had been signed by the Washington County Sheriff Cy Wert made a motion to approved the Alcohol Beverage Catering Permit for Gerald E. Nosler dba Office Bar for April 24, 2010 at the Washington County Exhibit Hall.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Alcoholic Beverage License – Brett Newbold dba Pioneer Restaurant – After reviewing the application and supporting documents Carson Kindall made a motion to approve an Alcoholic Beverage License for Brett Newbold dba Pioneer Restaurant for Retail Liquor by the Drink and Draught and Bottled or Canned Beer for 2010.  Nina Hawkins seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

IACI Proposal on Personal Property Tax To Be Exempt – Effect on School District, City, and Washington County – Discussion was held regarding a possible Idaho Association of Commerce and Industry proposal that may be put in bill form before the legislature this year regarding personal property tax to be exempt.  There will be a significant effect on Washington County especially the Cambridge School District.  There may be some effect on the City especially when the tax would have to be made up by the citizens instead of business such as Idaho Power.  It may cause passing any bonds to be even more difficult.  Nina Hawkins made a motion and Carson Kindall seconded the motion to have the Mayor write a letter of non-support of this legislation if it moved forward.  The motion passed unanimously.

Review of Zoning Section of City Code – Carson Kindall made a motion to table this item.  Nina Hawkins seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  This item is now tabled.

Revisit Item #2 – Helipad at Washington County Fairgrounds – Nina Hawkins requested that the council revisit item #2 – Helipad and the council agreed to revisit the item.  Nina Hawkins had questions about giving Washington County free water and sewer services for the emergency services designation.  Ernie Houghton commented on the proposal and had some concern regarding the pad being gravel and the construction of it.

Adjourn – Cy Wert made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Carson Kindall seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:18 p.m.
