Regular Meeting

March 9, 2009

7:00 p.m.

The regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on March 9, 2009 at Cambridge City Hall.  Mayor Mike Campbell called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m. Present were Mayor Mike Campbell, Council President Nan Rhodes, Councilmen Carson Kindall, Rob Vowell and Cy Wert.  Also present were City Clerk Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke, Mike Strange Andy Kekel, and Rick Fritz.

Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Mike Campbell welcomed patrons to the meeting and Councilman Cy Wert led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Current Agenda & Additions to the Agenda  - A motion was made by Nan Rhodes and seconded by Cy Wert to approve the current agenda with the additions of under New Business #4 Museum Dead Trees.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Minutes –A motion was made by Nan Rhodes and seconded by Rob Vowell to approve the Public Hearing Minutes of February 9, 2009 and the Minutes of the Regular City Council Meeting of February 9, 2009. The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Payment of Bills – Carson Kindall made a motion to pay the monthly bills.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously. 

OLD BUSINESS 

Holladay Engineering – Transportation, Streets, and Roads – Andy Gehrke reported on Superior Street/Mill Road Project STP-3888 (103), Key Number 9031.  The pre-construction meeting is tentatively being set for June by ITD.  They are reviewing contractor schedule submittals before setting the final date.

Holladay Engineering – Water System – There was nothing new to report.

Holladay Engineering – Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke reported on the Wastewater Treatment Facility Chlorine Residual and pH Violations.  The required Annual Report of Progress for 2008 must be completed and submitted to EPA prior to the April 1 deadline.  A draft has been prepared for final review and submittal.  Regarding the Weiser River Phosphorus and TMDL Issues Andy Gehrke reported on a Weiser River WAG meeting that was held on March 3, which Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton also attended.  At the meeting discussion was held about additional river phosphorus testing and assistance from DEQ.  It appears likely that EPA may impose phosphorus limits on the city’s discharge permit.  There are options available if the city would like to move forward with a reduced-scope facility plan prior to being awarded DEQ planning grant funds.  The City may consider options after the ranking of the Wastewater Planning Grant Funds is known for this year.

Proposal for Land Exchange – City of Cambridge & Kim Braun – Mayor Campbell has had no response from Kim Braun regarding the proposal.  If something is heard it will be placed on the agenda in the future.

Braun/Berardinelli/City Survey Research - Council President Nan Rhodes reviewed with the council some old maps she had researched dealing with the survey.  Even with these maps she hasn’t figured out a conclusion.  Nan will fax the maps and information to Mullinix Engineering.

Lake Shore Disposal Sanitation Contract  - No information had been received from Lake Shore but the dumpster issue is resolved with a new dumpster for the City in place.  This item will be tabled until the next month.

Review Final Flood Hazard Determination, FIS, & FIRM – City Clerk Sandra McKee reported that Barbara Macavoy of the Department of Water Resources was reviewing ordinances for the City of Cambridge to make sure everything is addressed or if a new ordinance will need to be done.  The City Clerk has not heard anything back as of yet.  If word hasn’t been received later this month the clerk will call and check on the status.

Resolution R5-2009 – Set Fees for Rezone, Annexation, Special Use, Variance, Comprehensive Plan Changes, & Kennel Permit Applications – City Clerk Sandra McKee provided Nan Rhodes with sample resolutions with fees and sample application forms from various cities in the state to compare.  Most charged an administration fee plus postage, publication, and legal fees.  Nan liked the layout of Payette’s application forms the best.  Councilmen Rhodes will redo the draft of Resolution R5-2009 for the next meeting.

NEW BUSINESS

Phillip Kindall/Mike Strange – Removal of Trees in City Right of Way - Mike Strange asked the Council for permission to remove one large tree in the City Right of Way on Haller Avenue between Hwy 95 and Commercial Street.  Rob Vowell made a motion seconded by Nan Rhodes to allow Mike Strange to remove a tree on the City Right of Way on Haller Ave.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Set Date & Place of City of Cambridge Budget Hearing for FY10 – Nan Rhodes made a motion seconded by Carson Kindall to set August 10, 2009 at 7:00 p.m. at Cambridge City Hall as the date & place of the Budget Hearing for FY2010.  The regular meeting will immediately follow the hearing.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Lawn Care – Discussion was held regarding lawn care for the upcoming season.  City Clerk Sandra McKee was instructed to send a lawn care agreement to Craig Sova.  Mr. Sova provided the City with excellent service last year.  If he returns the lawn care agreement the price per week will be reviewed by Mayor Campbell before the City executes the agreement.

Museum Dead Trees – Mayor Campbell reported that Vaughn James had offered to remove the dead trees on Hwy 71 at the Museum.  He will remove, stack, and burn the trees.  The Council thought the removal of the dead trees would be great and Mr. James offer to volunteer for this project was much appreciated.  Mayor Campbell will let Vaughn James know of the go ahead from the Council

A motion was made by Rob Vowell to adjourn the meeting.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously.  The meeting adjourned at 7:47 p.m.
