Regular Meeting

May 11, 2009

7:00 p.m.

The regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on May 11, 2009 at Cambridge City Hall directly after the public hearing on the proposed Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance and map of Special Flood Hazard Area.  Mayor Mike Campbell called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. Present were Mayor Mike Campbell, Council President Nan Rhodes, Councilmen Carson Kindall, and Cy Wert.  Also present were City Clerk Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke, Jerry L. Korn, Jed Kamppila and Tara Kamppila.

Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Mike Campbell welcomed patrons to the meeting and Councilmen Carson Kindall led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Current Agenda & Additions to the Agenda  - A motion was made by Carson Kindall and seconded by Nan Rhodes to approve the current agenda.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Minutes –A motion was made by Cy Wert and seconded by Carson Kindall to approve the Minutes of the Regular City Council Meeting of April 13, 2009. The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Payment of Bills – Nan Rhodes made a motion to pay the monthly bills.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously. 

OLD BUSINESS 

Holladay Engineering – Transportation, Streets, and Roads – There was nothing new to report.

Holladay Engineering – Water System – There was nothing new to report.

Holladay Engineering – Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke reported on the Final Wastewater Planning Grant Priority List, which has been published by DEQ.  Cambridge is ranked 20 out of 44.  Last year Cambridge was ranked 22 out of 30 so we are slowly moving up the list.

Lake Shore Disposal Sanitation Contract  - City Clerk Sandra McKee reported that Everett the Site Manager for Lake Shore in McCall had contacted her this afternoon after seeing the item published on the agenda.  He stated that a contract had been prepared and was going through their legal department in California.  As soon as it is done they will contact the City to go through the contract and schedule for their approval.  Nan Rhodes made a motion seconded by Carson Kindall to table this item till needed.  The motion passed unanimously.

Resolution R5-2009 – Set Fees for Rezone, Annexation, Special Use, Variance,  - Comprehensive Plan Changes, & Kennel Permit Applications – Council President Nan Rhodes reported she had not progressed on the above resolution but will work on it this month.  Nan Rhodes made a motion seconded by Cy Wert to table this item till next month.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Growth Management Program on Ordinances – Idaho Department of Commerce – Nan Rhodes had not contacted them but will check on this item this month.  Carson Kindall made a motion to table this item till next month.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

City Logo – Nan Rhodes reported that see would like to make additional changes to the logo and would like to present it next months meeting for approval

NEW BUSINESS

Jerry Korn Mitigation on Utilities and Clean Up of City Right-Of-Way at 395 Cemetery Rd & 375 N 1st Street – Jerry Korn was present and wanted to clear up his utility accounts with the City of Cambridge.  Because of his unique situation and being in bankruptcy the Council felt that if he could pay the actual water charges they might settle for that.  Nan Rhodes made a motion seconded by Carson Kindall to settle Jerry Korn’s utility accounts in the amount of $793.04 and $86.00 for a total of $879.04.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.  The late charges will be credited off the account and the account put in a tenants name as requested by Mr. Korn.

Ordinance #3-2009 Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance  - Nan Rhodes made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #3-2009 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and a roll call vote was taken with Cy Wert aye, Nan Rhodes aye, and Carson Kindall aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Carson Kindall read Ordinance #3-2009 by title only.  Nan Rhodes made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #3-2009.  The motion was seconded by Cy Wert and a roll call votes was taken with Nan Rhodes aye, Carson Kindall aye, and Cy Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Nan Rhodes made a motion to pass Ordinance #3-2009 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and a roll call vote was taken with Cy Wert aye, Carson Kindall aye, and Nan Rhodes aye.  The motion passed unanimously.
Adopt Map on the Special Flood Hazard Area – Nan Rhodes made a motion to adopt the updated 2009 FEMA map on the Special Flood Hazard Area.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Review Title 5 Chapter 3 Section 5 – Dogs – Discussion and review of Title 5 Chapter 3 Section 5 – Dogs was held.  Nan Rhodes will work on redoing some of this Chapter as discussed regarding licensing, rabies, and enforcement.  The changes will be brought to the council next meeting.

Residential Use in Commercial Zones – Building Requirements – Discussion was held concerning building requirements for residential use in commercial zones.  Possibilities will be looked into and Nan Rhodes will work on coming up with a possible solution to the concern of meeting commercial setbacks when a residence and not a commercial building is built.  This may require a variance or special use permit.

Superior Street/Mill Rd Bridge Project –Cost of Inspector  - Ernie Houghton reported that ITD had contacted him regarding budget cuts to ITD and that they could no longer supply a qualified inspector for the Superior Street/Mill Rd project.  An independent inspector must be hired and the city will have to pay its pro-rata share of any cost of this inspector above the $55,000 allowed on the project.  Ernie has asked ITD for some names of qualified inspectors that can be considered.

ADJOURN

A motion was made by Nan Rhodes to adjourn the meeting.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously.  The meeting adjourned at 7:52 p.m.
