Regular Meeting

November 11, 2013
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on November 11, 2013 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:15 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Mary James, Verl Cate, and Jeff Chance.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Gail James, and Jon Anderson
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and 
Cy Wert led the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Consent Agenda – Mary James made a motion to approve the consent agenda with the addition of LRHIP Project on 4th Street for #3 and renumber the agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills)  Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that the Community Choices for Idaho Grant that the city had applied for has been ranked and recommended for funding by the ITD Advisory Committee.  Cambridge was one of only five small communities selected state-wide and the Cambridge project had the largest grant amount ($499,400).  It is anticipated that the ITD Board will approve it at their meeting in December.  After board approval, the City would sign a State/Local Agreement.
LRHIP Project on 4th Street – The council discussed applying for a LRHIP Grant to improve 4th Street.  Jeff Chance made a motion seconded by Cy Wert to authorize Holladay Engineering to apply for a LRHIP Grant for the 4th Street Project.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.
Judicial Confirmation on Wastewater Facility – Set Special Meeting Date and Approve Agreement for Bond Counsel Moore Smith Buxton & Turke, Chartered - City Clerk Sandra McKee explained the judicial confirmation processes and the agreement for bond counsel.  Jon Anderson asked if sewer would be put in at his residence at 2826 Mill Rd.  It was explained the current plans don’t include putting sewer in to that address but it might be able to be added later.  Jeff Chance made a motion to set a special meeting on Tuesday November 26, 2013 at 7:00 p.m. for a resolution regarding judicial confirmation.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  Mary James then made a motion to approve the legal agreement for bond counsel from Moore Smith Buxton & Turke, Chartered.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
2014 Transportation Plan Grant – Scope of Work & Contract – The 2014 Transportation Plan Grant Scope of Work & Contract was discussed.  Task 4 on D will be for traffic counts rather than evaluate two intersections.  Discussion was also held regarding streets and right-of-ways.  Mary James made a motion to submit the scope of work to LHTAC for review.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  At the December meeting the council will consider approving a contract and scope of work with Holladay Engineering.   
USDA-RD Funding for Wastewater Facility – City Clerk Sandra McKee reported that a draft of the USDA application had been submitted for review before the final one will be sent.  
The clerk will try to have all parts of the process completed so that when judicial confirmation is received it will be ready to go.  
DEQ Letter of Interest for Wastewater Facility – Discussion was held regarding a Letter of Interest to DEQ.  Mary James made a motion to submit a Letter of Interest to DEQ for wastewater improvements. Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Ordinance #5-2013 Hours of Sale Liquor – Mary James made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #5-2013 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  The motion was seconded by Jeff Chance.  A roll call vote was taken by City Clerk Sandra McKee with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously. Mary James read Ordinance #5-2013 by title only. Mary James then made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #5-2013.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and a roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Mary James made a motion to pass Ordinance #5-2013 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  The motion was seconded by Jeff Chance.  The clerk took a roll call vote with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Cate aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and ordinance passed unanimously.
Accept Audit for 2012-2013 FY2013 – Quest CPA’s P.C. – The council reviewed the audit for FY2013.  All funds were in the positive.  Jeff Chance made a motion to accept the audit for 2012-2013 FY2013 by Quest CPA’s P.C.  Mary James seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Cooperative Agreement For Maintenance of State Hwy US 95 & SH 71 With ITD –   Mayor Rhodes reported she will be meeting with ITD on Tuesday, November 12th at 10:30 a.m. regarding this agreement.  She will report on her meeting at next month’s meeting.
Draft Map of Potential Rezone – A draft map of a potential rezone for the city was presented by Mayor Rhodes.  The mayor is working on legal descriptions of each of the areas. 
Adjourn – Mary James made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 8:25 p.m.
