Regular Meeting

November 9, 2009

The regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on November 9, 2009 at Cambridge City Hall. Council President Nan Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Council President Nan Rhodes, Carson Kindall, Cy Wert, and Rob Vowell.  Also present Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of HE, Chuck Strickland, and Nina Hawkins.  Mayor Mike Campbell and City Clerk Sandra McKee were absent.

Welcome & Flag Salute – Council President Nan Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and Carson Kindall led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Current Agenda & Additions to the Agenda  - A motion was made by Cy Wert and seconded by Rob Vowell to approve the current agenda as is. The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Minutes –A motion was made by Rob Vowell and seconded by Carson Kindall to approve Minutes of the Regular City Council Meeting October 12, 2009. The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Payment of Bills – Carson Kindall made a motion to pay the monthly bills.  Rob Vowell seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously. 

OLD BUSINESS 

Cambridge Telephone Company Franchise of a Cable System – Ordinance #10-2009 – The proposed ordinance has been published and will be up for a vote at the Dec 14, 2009 council meeting.

Holladay Engineering – Transportation, Streets, and Roads – There were no new items to report on.

Holladay Engineering – Water System – There were no new items to report on.

Holladay Engineering – Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke reported on the State of Idaho NPDES Primacy.  The State of Idaho is investigating State Wastewater Primacy.  State Primacy is supported by DEQ, AIC, and the AIPWP (Public Works Association).  The support appears to be gaining momentum with cities such as Boise, Nampa, and Caldwell leading.  Idaho is one of only 4 states without Primacy.  This means that the USEPA is the NPDES authority in Idaho.  There may be advantages and disadvantages with Idaho Primacy.  The main advantages presented are ability to deal with local officials who understand local issues and potential for more flexibility in important water quality issues and TMDL implementation into permits.  The State Primacy application and implementation will likely take 3-5 years.  The cost of State Primacy is currently estimated to be $4.00 per service connection per year ($0.33 per connection per month).
NEW BUSINESS

Approve Abstract of Votes of General City Election November 3, 2009 & Declare Results Official – A motion was made by Carson Kindall and seconded by Rob Vowell to approve the Abstract of Votes of the General City Election November 3, 2009 and declare the results official.  The motion was voted on a passed unanimously.

Resolution of Support for FWRT for Designation as a National Recreation Trail – Resolution R6-2009 Support of the Weiser River Trail Designation as a National Recreation Trail was discussed.  Discussion was held regarding adjacent property owners rights.  The council wished that a FWRT representative were there to clarify issues.  After a lengthy discussion Nan Rhodes made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #R6-2009 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and a roll call vote was taken with Rob Vowell aye, Cy Wert aye, Nan Rhodes aye, and Carson Kindall aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Nan Rhodes made a motion to pass Resolution #R6-2009 and seconded by Rob Vowell.  A roll call vote was taken with Rob Vowell aye, Cy Wert aye, Nan Rhodes aye, and Carson Kindall aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Nan Rhodes and Rob Vowell then asked to have this Resolution on the December agenda and to have a representative of the FWRT here for discussion.

Accept Audit Report for Year Ended September 20, 2009 – A motion was made by Rob Vowell and seconded by Carson Kindall to accept the audit report for the year ended September 30, 2009.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

Letter of Support for CPPW (Communities Putting Prevention to Work) Initiative – Discussion was held concerning a letter of support for the CCPW Initiative.  Rob Vowell made a motion to send a letter of support for the CPPW (Communities Putting Prevention to Work) Initiative and seconded by Cy Wert.  A vote was taken with Rob Vowell aye, Cy Wert aye, Nan Rhodes nay, and Carson Kindall nay.  The motion resulted in a tie and the Mayor was absent.  Nan Rhodes then asked if anyone wanted to change his or her vote.  No one did.  Then Nan Rhodes stated that she would like to change her vote and she called again for a vote.  A vote was taken with Rob Vowell aye, Cy Wert aye, Nan Rhodes aye, and Carson Kindall nay.  The motion passed.

ADJOURN – Carson Kindall made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Rob Vowell seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 7:45 p.m.
