Regular Meeting

September 10, 2018
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on September 10, 2018 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Toothman called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Jack Toothman, Council President Mark Loveland, Verl Cate, Jeff Chance, and Gary Franklin.  Also present were Sandra McKee City Clerk-Treasurer, Ernie Houghton Public Works Superintendent, Andy Gehrke of HECO Engineers, Lyle Sall, Laurene Houghton, Thel Pearson, Nina Hawkins, Richard Trost, Nanette Rhodes, and Bron Leuthold.
Welcome & Pledge of Allegiance – Mayor Toothman welcomed patrons to the meeting and Jeff Chance led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Approve Current Agenda - ACTION ITEM – Verl Cate made a motion to approve the current agenda. Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Read Special Meeting Minutes August 6, 2018, Public Hearing Minutes August 13, 2018, Regular City Council Meeting Minutes August 13, 2018, Special Meeting Minutes August 27, 2018 and Approve - ACTION ITEM – Mayor Toothman read the minutes out loud.  Jeff Chance made a motion to approve the special meeting minutes of August 6, 2018, the public hearing minutes of August 13, 2018, the regular city council meeting minutes of August 13, 2018 and the special meeting minutes of August 27, 2018 as read.  Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Read and Approve Payment of Bills – ACTION ITEM – Verl Cate made a motion to approve the bills. Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Consider Selling City Property on Commercial Street (004A) 25 ft X 70 ft piece by Well behind Office Bar Where Scrap Pile Is – ACTION ITEM – Bron Leuthold asked the council if they would consider selling the 25 X 70 ft piece of property on Commercial Street by the well or at the least clean that area up.  Mark Loveland made a motion seconded by Jeff Chance to have a resolution for surplus property ready for the next regular meeting to be able to clean up the scrap pile.  The motion passed unanimously.
HECO Engineers Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of HECO Engineers reported that on the TAP – US 95 Sidewalk & Drainage Improvements Phase 2 Project we are waiting for approval for the project from the ITD Board and execution of the State/Local Agreement.  The funding will be split at 92.66% Federal with 7.34% local participation.  Funding for the project includes $42,747 for project development and $452,253 for construction totaling $495,000.  The city’s match for the project at 7.34% will be $36,333 based on the estimate.  The project area includes alternates 2-5, which is Hopper Ave. to Salubria Rd. on the east side of US 95.
Design of the TAP Funded Sidewalk Project – ACTION ITEM – Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton explained how the design came about for the project and the considerations taken when deciding to have attached or detached sidewalks.  Discussion was held.  The councilmembers will walk the project individually on their own to look at what was being discussed and it will be put on the agenda again for next month.
Ordinance #2-2018 - Title 4 Public Health & Safety Chapter 5 Burning – Questions on the ordinance had not been answered by the city attorney as of yet.  Gary Franklin made a motion to table this item till next month.  Mark Loveland seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Employee Benefits & Compensation of Public Works Superintendent Job – Discussion was held on employee benefits and on the job opening of the Public Works Superintendent.  Jeff Chance made a motion seconded by Mark Loveland to give the mayor, Ernie Houghton, and Sandra McKee authority to come up with a benefit package for the city.  It was voted on with Jeff Chance aye, Mark Loveland aye, Gary Franklin aye, and Verl Cate nay.  City Clerk Sandra McKee stated she was a little uncomfortable not having the council approve the benefit package to be given.  Jeff Chance then made a motion to hold a special meeting on Thursday, September 12 at 7:00 p.m. to approve employee benefits.  Gary Franklin seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Review Title 7, Chapter 1 Streets, Sidewalks, and Public Ways – Mark Loveland made a motion to table this item and have it moved the special meeting scheduled for Thursday, September 12 at 7:00 p.m.  Gary Franklin seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Review Title 5 Chapter 4 – Animals – The city has not received the reworked draft ordinance on animals from the attorney yet.  When it is received it will be added to the agenda.
Open Forum for Comments or Statements Not Covered in Agenda Items from Citizens in Community – Thel Pearson asked about employees needed licenses and experience for certification.
Adjourn – Mark Loveland made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 9:24pm.
