Regular Meeting

September 12, 2016
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on September 12, 2016 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Verl Cate, Jeff Chance, and Jon Andersen.  Councilmember Cy Wert was absent.  Also present were Sandra McKee City Clerk-Treasurer, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, Jim Birdsall, Lyle Sall, Thel Pearson, and Brady Johnson of the WCSO .
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and 
Verl Cate led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Consent Agenda – Jeff Chance made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of the public hearings, special meeting & regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills). Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported that on the Idaho Community Choices of Idaho Sidewalk and Drainage Project we are waiting on final ITD review and approval of the Base Bid and Additive Alternate design.  Bidding is anticipated around November.
Wastewater Improvement Project Phase 1 – Holladay Engineering Payment Application #21, Holladay Engineering Amendment #5, and Warrington Construction Payment Application #10- After reviewing the payment applications and amendment Jeff Chance made a motion to approve Holladay Engineering Payment Application #21, Holladay Engineering Amendment #5, and Warrington Construction Payment Application #10.  Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
ICDBG Wastewater Phase 2 – Holladay Engineering Payment Application #9, Request for Funds Packet #6 and Jim Birdsall Report - Discussion was held concerning the above items.  Jon Andersen made a motion to approve Holladay Engineering Payment Application #9 and Request for Funds Packet #6.  The motion was seconded by Jeff Chance and the motion passed unanimously.
4th Street Project – Paul Construction Payment Application #1 – Jeff Chance made a motion to approve Payment Application #1 for Paul Construction.  Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 
ITD Community Choices Sidewalk & Drainage Improvements Project – Pay Requests (#12) – Jon Andersen made a motion to approve the ITD Community Choices Sidewalk & Drainage Improvements Project Pay Request #12.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
USDA RD Community Facilities Program Grant – Lighting – Mayor Rhodes reported that the samples for the lighting had not been received yet.  The previous ones of green were received and they weren’t quite the green that the council had seen on the internet.  After learning that this company did have bronze the original color the council had liked she had asked for samples for the council to consider instead of the green.  Hopefully samples will have arrived for consideration at next month’s meeting.
Ordinance #8- 2016 – Open Burning – Mayor Rhodes reported that word had been received the Cambridge Fire District Commissioners and Cambridge Fire Chief reviewed the proposed new ordinance but felt that they would rather just have the current ordinance enforced.  Most of the things in the new ordinance refer to state code which already applies.  Mayor Rhodes reviewed the current ordinance with the council and will update the language and will have ready for the next meeting for the council to consider.  A penalty section also needs added.
Intergovernmental Agreement for Communications Services & Mayor Appointment as Non-Voting Member – The council considered the Intergovernmental Agreement for Communications Services presented for approval by Washington County.  After some discussion Jeff Chance made a motion to approve the Intergovernmental Agreement for Communications Services.  Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  Mayor Rhodes asked the council to approve the appointment of Jeff Chance to the 911 Board for the agreement as a non-voting member for the city.  Verl Cate made a motion to approve the appointment of Jeff Chance to the 911 Board for the Intergovernmental Agreement for Communications Services and Jon Andersen seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
Adjourn – Verl Cate made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Jeff Chance seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 7:50 p.m.
