Regular Meeting

September 16, 2013
7:00 p.m.

A regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on September 16, 2013 at Cambridge City Hall. Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Mary James, Verl Cate, and Jeff Chance.  Also present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Dennis Holmes of The Insurance Group, and Thel Pearson.
Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Nanette Rhodes welcomed patrons to the meeting and Verl Cate led the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Consent Agenda – Mary James made a motion to approve the consent agenda (approve current agenda, approve minutes of regular city council meeting, and approve payment of bills)  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Holladay Engineering Report - Transportation, Streets, Roads, Water System and Wastewater System – Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering was unable to attend the meeting but sent an updated report.  The Community Choices for Idaho draft application was submitted to ITD District 3 and no comments were received.  The final application was submitted to ITD on 8/29. A project funding meeting is planned with USDA-RD on September 27 to discuss funding options for the wastewater facility plan. 

DEQ FY2011 Wastewater Planning Grant #341-2011-7 – Draft of Facility Plan – nothing requiring action.  
Application for Community Choices for Idaho Program – see above Holladay Engineering Report
ICRMP Insurance – Dennis Holmes – Dennis Holmes of The Insurance Group who carries the cities ICRMP insurance policy went over the renewal policy with the council.  Some changes and additions were asked to be made by the council.  He will check on insurance for the 29 Ford owned by the Museum as well.  Cy Wert made a motion to reject the Terrorism Risk Insurance.  Verl Cate seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  Jeff Chance asked if they could get more information regarding the alternative coverage for terrorism that is provided by ICRMP.  Dennis will get back to the council with the information.
CLG Grant Application Agreement – Thel Pearson went over the Memorandum of Agreement Between Adams County, Washington County, and the City of Cambridge to support a historic preservation project investigating archeological sites and artifacts within the Weiser River Valley.  The City of Cambridge Historic Preservation Commission FY2014 CLG Grant Application was also reviewed.  Mary James made a motion seconded by Jeff Chance to approve the Memorandum of Agreement Between Adams County, Washington County, and the City of Cambridge and the CLG Grant Application for FY2014.  The motion passed unanimously.
Snow Removal on Sidewalks & Streets – Gary Bidlake – Gary Bidlake was not in attendance but the Mayor passed on his concerns regarding snow removal on sidewalks especially for the disabled.  After much discussion the council asked the Mayor to write an article for the paper regarding this matter.  The council will review the article at the October meeting.

Liquor Control – Hours of Sale – Peyton Parham – Peyton Parham of the Pioneer was not in attendance.  The mayor passed on the concerns the Pioneer has regarding hours and days of sale of liquor.  State law allows the sale of liquor on Sundays, Election Day, and some holidays that the City of Cambridge does not.  The council felt the ordinance needed to be redone and more aligned with the State of Idaho.  Mayor Rhodes will rewrite the ordinance to present to the council for consideration.
Offer on County Owned Property at Fairgrounds to Washington County Commissioners – Mayor Rhodes reported on her meeting with the Washington County Commissioners on August 5th.  Mayor Rhodes thought it was a done deal at that meeting and that is what the county minutes show but it has been brought to her attention that the Fairboard will be meeting with the commissioners on Sept 30 to discuss not approving the land exchange. They have sent a letter to the commissioner which was reviewed.   The Mayor and staff will attend the meeting to see what happens.
Cooperative Agreement For Maintenance of State Hwy US 95 & SH 71 With ITD – Jeff Chance made a motion and Mary James seconded the motion to table this item till next month.  The motion passed unanimously.
Discussion on Fireworks – Ernie Houghton was unable to attend the meeting with the commissioners regarding fireworks due to a family emergency.  An ordinance has been proposed to the commissioners which he will review.

Downtown ROW including Garbage and Asphalt – City Clerk Sandra McKee reported that Salmon River Precast has poured the garbage cans for the city and they are curing.  They should be ready for placement soon.  The council will wait to see what happens with the ITD Community Choices Grant before proceeding on discussion of the asphalt.
City Election Information – City Clerk Sandra McKee reported that Declarations of Candidacy were received for the upcoming city election for councilmembers.  They are Jeff Chance – 4 year term, Cyrus Wert – 2 year term, Verl Cate – 2 year term, and Mary James – 4 year term.  For Mayor one Declaration of Candidacy was received by Nanette Rhodes for a 4 year term.  The deadline for write-in candidates is October 8th.  The election will be held on Tuesday, November 5th.  
Adjourn – Mary James made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Verl Cate seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously with the meeting adjourning at 9:00 p.m.
