Special Meeting

January 28, 2013
7:00 p.m.

A special meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on January 28, 2013 at Cambridge City Hall. The purpose of this special meeting was to consider an emergency moratorium on the processing of building permits in the city’s residential zoning district. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cy Wert, Mary James, Nina Hawkins, and Jeff Chance.  Also present was City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, and Gail James.

Mayor Rhodes opened the meeting at 7:04 p.m.  She welcomed everyone to the meeting and Cy Wert led the Pledge of Allegiance.  Mayor Rhodes then explained the purpose of the special meeting and referred to her letter to the council regarding the situation (Cell Tower Developments).  The City currently has no means to regulate and protect the public from whatever any public utility wishes to do.  Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton went over the request to build a cell tower from AT&T which sold it to American Tower to construct a cell tower in a residential zone.  After some discussion Ordinance #2-2013 was considered for an emergency moratorium.
Jeff Chance made a motion to introduce and read Ordinance #2-2013 by title only under suspension of rules and regulations.  Nina Hawkins seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken by City Clerk Sandra McKee with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Hawkins aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Jeff Chance read Ordinance #2-2013 by title only.  Jeff Chance then made a motion to suspend the rules and regulations and waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and vote on Ordinance #2-2013.  The motion was seconded by Cy Wert.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Hawkins aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion passed unanimously.  Jeff Chance then made a motion to pass Ordinance #2-2013 under suspension of rules and regulations on one reading by title only.  Nina Hawkins seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilmember Chance aye, Councilmember Hawkins aye, Councilmember James aye, and Councilmember Wert aye.  The motion and ordinance passed unanimously.  An emergency moratorium on the processing of building permits in the city’s residential zoning district will be effective January 29, 2013.
Adjourn – Mary James made a motion to adjourn.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  The meeting adjourned at 7:32 p.m.
