A special meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on July 20, 2010 at Cambridge City Hall. The purpose of this special meeting was to have a workshop on water and sewer rates and discuss the proposed land swap with Washington County as well as the Rodeo Board Lease.  Mayor Nanette Rhodes called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cyrus Wert, Rob Vowell, Nina Hawkins, and Carson Kindall.  Staff present were City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, and Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton.  Also present were Virgil Leedy and Kevin McLeod of Idaho Rural Water as well as patrons Chuck Strickland and Mark Loveland.  Carson Kindall led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mayor Nanette Rhodes introduced Virgil Leedy and Kevin McLeod of Idaho Rural Water.  Idaho Rural Water had done a water and sewer rate study for the City of Cambridge and presented their results.  Many scenarios were presented and ways the cities set up rate structures.  With input from the council Mr. Leedy and Mr. McLeod made the rate structure represent the councils needs.  The council wanted those in non- use status included in base rate and also changed capital outlay by $30,000 on the water rate study.  For sewer rates the council would like to have a non-user rate as well as a user rate.  The council will consider having a non-user rate of $20.00 and leave the user rate at $35.00.

After much discussion on water and sewer rates Carson Kindall made a motion to set a public hearing regarding new/increased fees (rates) for water and sewer services on September 2, 2010 at 7:00 p.m.  Rob Vowell seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Mayor Nannette Rhodes then reported on the Land Swap Proposal with Washington County.  The City of Cambridge had received a letter from Washington County with a decision in denying the request.  It looked like Washington County may have violated open meeting/agenda laws in coming to this decision.  Washington County agreed to put the subject back on the agenda.  Mayor Rhodes will keep the council updated on this matter.

Adjourn – Rob Vowell made a motion to adjourn.  Carson Kindall seconded the motion and the meeting adjourned at 9:05 p.m.
