A special meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on March 31, 2014 at Cambridge City Hall. The purpose of this special meeting was to consider approving an agreement with USDA Rural Development for funding on a wastewater improvement project and to approve the State/Local Agreement for the Community Choices for Idaho project key #14345. Also present was Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton and City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering, and Carol Garrison of USDA Rural Development.
