Regular Meeting

October 8, 2007

7:00 p.m.

The regular meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on October 8, 2007 immediately following the public hearing.  Mayor Mike Campbell called the meeting to order at 7:17 p.m.  Present were Mayor Mike Campbell, Council President Nan Rhodes, and Councilmen Mark Loveland, Rob Vowell, and Cy Wert.  Also present were Clerk Raedell Wagner, Assistant City Clerk Sandra McKee, Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton, Andy Gehrke, Fran Villano, Don Bionaz, Amy Bionaz, Jeff Chance, Nadine Chance, Chuck Strickland, Vickie Turnbull, and Nina Hawkins.

Welcome & Flag Salute – Mayor Campbell welcomed patrons to the meeting and Mark Loveland led the Pledge of Allegiance

Current Agenda & Additions to the Agenda  - A motion was made by Nan Rhodes to approve the current agenda with the additions of under Old Business Bionaz General Builders, LLC Request for Split as #1 and adding Developers Agreement with UCEC as #6 and Harvest Festival as #7.  Rob Vowell seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Minutes – Nan Rhodes made a motion to approve the minutes of the Regular City Council Meeting, September 10, 2007.  Mark Loveland seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously.

Bills – A motion was made by Nan Rhodes and seconded by Cy Wert to pay the monthly bills and salaries.  The motion was voted on and carried unanimously.

Old Business:

Bionaz General Builders, LLC Request for Split

Discussion was held concerning the request for a subdivision simple split by Bionaz General Builders, LLC.  Input from the public hearing held before the meeting was considered.  Nan Rhodes made a motion to approve the request as laid out.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion was voted on and carried unanimously.

Eldercare Coalition  

No representative of the Eldercare was in attendance so no report was given.

Holladay Engineering – Transportation, Streets, and Roads

Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering reported on the status of the transportation, streets, and roads – see attached Engineering Status Report.  Mr. Gehrke mentioned that they are currently working on the Preliminary layout, ROW Map, and Bridge Concept Report on the Superior Street/Mill Road Project.

Mayor Campbell stated that he had contacted the National Guard who is willing to install a temporary 25’ carrier bridge to be used for emergency use.  Mayor Campbell asked that Holladay Engineering keep him informed of the timeline so the unit from the National Guard will have enough time to plan for in installation of the bridge.  It was currently thought that the project would probably begin in the fall of 2008.

Holladay Engineering – Water System

Andy Gehrke of Holladay Engineering stated that there were no new items regarding the water system.

Holladay Engineering – Wastewater System

Andy Gehrke reported that the status of the wastewater system has no new items to report at this time.

Developers Agreement with UCEC

With no representative from the Eldercare in attendance the Developers Agreement with the UCEC was tabled till next month.

Harvest Festival

A schedule of activities for the upcoming Harvest Festival on October 13th submitted by Chris Braun on behalf of the Cambridge Commercial Club was reviewed.  A request was made by Don Bionaz on behalf of the Commercial Club to close the street between the City Park and the LDS Church for the planned street dance from 5:00 p.m. to the conclusion of the activity.  Mark Loveland made a motion to approve the request and Nan Rhodes seconded the motion.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.

New Business

Purchase Vacuum and/or Carpet Cleaner for City Hall

A motion was made by Nan Rhodes and seconded by Rob Vowell to have Sandra McKee, Assistant City Clerk purchase a new vacuum for City Hall not to exceed $200.00.  The motion was voted on and passed unanimously.  It was decided to have City Hall’s carpets professional cleaned in the spring as they have never been cleaned since moving into the present City Hall.  Cleaning will try to be corrdinated with the Cambridge Library cleaning to defray some of the travel costs.

Idaho Code 50-1306A – Vacation of Plats #7

Discussion was held concerning the above code.  Since the City Council had already paid for publication costs associated with the requested Vacation of Plats and was unaware of the code they will let it stand as is.  In the future Idaho Code 50-1306A will be followed as to publication costs.

Snow Plowing

A motion was made by Nan Rhodes and seconded by Mark Loveland to advertise for snow plowing bids.  The motion was voted on and passed unaniomously.  The bid opening will be at the next regular meeting.

Adjourn

A motion was made by Nan Rhodes and seconded by Rob Vowell to adjourn.  The motion passed unanimously and the meeting adjourned.
