A special meeting of the Cambridge City Council was held on November 19, 2014 at Cambridge City Hall. The purpose of this special meeting was to consider approving a lease agreement with the Friends of the Weiser River Trail (FWRT) for Railroad Street.  Present were Mayor Nanette Rhodes, Council President Cy Wert, Jeff Chance, and Verl Cate.   Mary James resigned as of November 1, 2014 and the vacant position has not been filled yet.  Also present was Public Works Superintendent Ernie Houghton and City Clerk/Treasurer Sandra McKee, 
Mayor Rhodes opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m.  She welcomed everyone to the meeting and the Mayor led the Pledge of Allegiance. The council discussed the proposed lease.  The FWRT had wanted it to be changed to a 10 year lease and not a 25 year lease.  There would be a payment of $25.00 per year for 10 years paid at the beginning of the lease in a lump sum.  They also wanted the city to maintain the borrow drainage ditch and provide parking protection measures across from the Fairgrounds.  The FWRT would like the city to provide solid waste removal at the Kiosk as part of the lease.  The lease had been reviewed by both the City Attorney and the FWRT Attorney.  Verl Cate made a motion to approve and accept the lease agreement with the Friends of the Weiser River Trail for 10 years.  Cy Wert seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Adjourn – Verl Cate made a motion to adjourn.  Jeff Chance seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  The meeting adjourned at 7:13 p.m.
